The Archaeological Discovery activity promotes student learning on a level 3 for the following reasons: 

· The students are required to research civilizations from the Old Stone Age, New Stone Age, or one of the River Valley Civilizations, identify artifacts that would have likely been found in this civilization, and then place themselves in the role of an Archaeologist in order to justify their conclusion of the origins of their artifact by giving 5 reasons that they know that it was created during their selected time period. 




Grading Procedure:
    Each student’s grade will be determined by dividing the total points earned by the total points possible. A student’s grade will consist of their grades from exams, homework, quizzes, performance events, and other significant assignments for each area of study.
